On YIA Day morning,                                      Brother Taylor will need monitors to cover all doors to ensure the buses & everyone unload their vehicles in front of the school. Everyone will have to come thru the front door.  We are asking for all of the homeless donations to be placed in large boxes, bring extra boxes for Preparation Night.  Mother Walden will need a stand for their classroom with extra chairs.

Program Committee:  For YIA 2008 we will be wearing the green Military Camouflage attire, to go with our theme setting; everyone is welcome to participate. Minister Bennie Jones need names for the Master and Mistress of Ceremony, he is working on the program and times, “Start on Time, Finish on Time”. Minister Jones will announce special lunch schedules at our 8:00am briefing, he will get someone from Soperton/Dublin/Statesboro to make special announcements over the loud speaker for YIA Day. Miss’y Diann O’Neal would like banners for the second place team also, it was voted on and approved that because of the cost, Minister Jones will award trophies instead of banners for Bible Bowl, he will give out 2nd place trophies only if there are 3 teams participating, if we have 5 teams we will award trophies to 1st, 2nd, 3rd place.
